1  In the first year of Darius, son of Ahasuerus, by birth a Mede, who became king over the 

realm of the Chaldeans - 
2  in the first year of his reign, I, Daniel, perceived in the books the number of years that, 

according to the word of the L-rd to the prophet Jeremiah, must be fulfilled for the devastation 

of Jerusalem, namely, seventy years. 
3  Then I turned to the L-rd G-d, to seek an answer by prayer and supplication with fasting and 

sackcloth and ashes. 
4  I prayed to the L-rd my G-d and made confession, saying, “Ah, L-rd, great and awesome G-d, 

keeping covenant and steadfast love with those who love you and keep your commandments 

and ordinances, 
5  we have sinned and done wrong, acted wickedly and rebelled, turning aside from your 

commandments and ordinances. 
6  We have not listened to your servants the prophets, who spoke in your name to our kings, our 

princes, and our ancestors, and to all the people of the land. 
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7  “Righteousness is on your side, O L-rd, but open shame, as at this day, falls on us, the people 

of Judah, the inhabitants of Jerusalem, and all Israel,  

those who are near and those who are far away, in all the lands to which you have driven them, 

because of the treachery that they have committed against you. 
8  Open shame, O L-rd, falls on us, our kings, our officials, and our ancestors, because we have 

sinned against you. 
9  To the L-rd our G-d belong mercy and forgiveness, for we have rebelled against him, 
10  and have not obeyed the voice of the L-rd our G-d by following his laws, which he set before 

us by his servants the prophets. 
11  “All Israel has transgressed your law and turned aside, refusing to obey your voice.  So the 

curse and the oath written in the law of Moses, the servant of G-d, has been poured out upon 

us, because we have sinned against you. 
12  He has confirmed his words, which he spoke against us and against our rulers, by bringing 

upon us a calamity so great that what has been done against Jerusalem has never before been 

done under the whole heaven. 
13  Just as it is written in the law of Moses, all this calamity come upon us.  We did not entreat 

the favor of the L-rd our G-d, turning from our iniquities and reflecting on his fidelity. 
14  So the L-rd kept watch over this calamity until he brought it upon us.  Indeed, the L-rd our 

G-d is right in all that he has done; for we have disobeyed his voice.

1  In the month of Nisan, in the twentieth year of King 

Artaxerxes  when wine was served him, I carried the wine and 

gave it to the king. 

 
7  Then I said to the king, "If it pleases the king, let letters be 

given me to the governors of the province beyond the river, 

that they may grant me passage, until I arrive in Judah; 
8  and a letter to Asaph, the keeper of the king's forest, directing 

him to give me timber to make beams for the gates of the 

temple fortress, and for the wall of the city, and for the house 

that I shall occupy."  And the king granted me what I asked, for 

the gracious hand of my G-d was upon me.

Gate; they rebuilt it and set up its doors, its bolts, and its bars, 

and repaired a thousand cubits of the wall, as far as the Dung 

Gate. 

 
23  After them Benjamin and Hasshub made repairs opposite 

their house.  After them Azariah son of Maaseiah son of 

Ananiah made repairs beside his own house. 

 
28  Above the Horse Gate the priests made repairs, each one 

opposite his own house. 
29  After them Zadok son of Immer made repairs opposite his 

own house.  After him Shemaiah son of Shecaniah, the keeper 

of the East Gate, made repairs. 
30  After him Hananiah son of Shelemiah and Hanun sixth son 

of Zalaph repaired another section.  After him Meshullam son 

of Berechiah made repairs opposite his living quarters.

That says of Cyrus, "He is my shepherd, and shall perform all 

my pleasure: even saying to Jerusalem, 'You shall be built'; and 

to the temple, 'Your foundation shall be laid.'" 

 

 ISAIAH 45:1,13 
1  Thus says the L-rd to his anointed, to Cyrus, whose right 

hand I have held, to subdue nations before him: and I will 

loose the loins of kings, to open before him the two leaved 

gates; and the gates shall not be shut: 

 
13  I have raised him up in righteousness, and I will direct all his 

ways: he shall build my city, and he shall let go my captives, 

not for price nor reward, says the L-rd of hosts. 

 

 EZRA 1:1-4 
1  Now in the first year of Cyrus king of Persia, that the word of 

the L-rd by the mouth of Jeremiah might be fulfilled, the L-rd 

stirred up the spirit of Cyrus king of Persia, that he made a 

proclamation throughout all his kingdom, and put it also in 

writing, saying, 
2  "Thus says Cyrus king of Persia; the L-rd G-d of heaven has 

given me all the kingdoms of the earth; and he has charged me 

to build him a house at Jerusalem, which is in Judah. 
3  Who is there among you of all his people? his G-d be with 

him, and let him go up to Jerusalem, which is in Judah, and 

build the house of the L-rd G-d of Israel, (he is the G-d) which 

is in Jerusalem. 
4  And whosoever remains in any place where he travels, let the 

men of his place help him with silver, and with gold, and with 

goods, and with beasts, beside the freewill offering for the 

house of G-d that is in Jerusalem.
